Issue the tick box scheme of work and quote bank sheets. Get the students to write in the Oxley reading and noting pages to the appropriate dates in their homework diaries. Explain this is best done before the lesson so they have ideas on the topic before they enter the classroom.

Issue I- Intro materials. Focus on the timeline initially – lead a class discussion on what it shows. 

· What are the key events and themes ?

· Why is industrialisation and exploitation of the workers shown on the same chart ?
· Is there a link between the extent of industrialisation and the extent of exploitation ?
You should stress that the desire to modernise the economy is a strand of continuity that runs through our course.

Now focus on the past questions sheet.

· Pick out the different types of questions that we might expect to get on Industry.

· Pick out the different types of questions that we might expect to get on exploitation of the workers.

· Try to develop the links with the agriculture aspects of the course. How are these reflected in the questions asked ?
Ask the students to identify any words or key terms that they do not understand in the questions – define these for them. They must understand what proletariat means.
Now focus on the map and key – discuss this. In what ways does Russia’s geography help and hinder the desire to modernise the economy. 
Ask the students to revisit their notes on the Emancipation Edict for the next lesson.

· Why was the Edict issued ?

Students should write brief notes on the long  term importance of the creation of an internal market in the industrialisation process. 

Issue I1. Class read this. The students should then produce a spider diagram to show what steps had been taken towards industrialisation by 1881.

contributed to industrialisation. These should be shared with the class.

Issue I7a and I7b

Focus on the contrast between Capitalist and Communist industrialisation. You might like to reflect that whilst modernisation and industrialisation are strands of continuity in this course, what Communist and Tsarist autocratic leaders meant by this differed. 
Keep the answers to the two questions on I7a short as the more important work follows.
Issue I8 and explain that in Lenin’s brief rule, two very contrasting economic policies were followed. Class read the War Communism sheet, and get the students to answer questions 1 and 2 (3 and 4 if you have time). These should be discussed.
Now repeat this for the NEP and get the students to answer the three questions. Again these should be discussed.
Homework

Explain to the students that this is an important aspect of the course, and ask them to do the following for your next lesson.

· Reread today’s sheets.
· Complete the reading and noting from Oxley (adding stats and quotes to their quote banks)

· Answer the task on the third page of I8.
