Dear parents, carers and students,
I thought it would be helpful for you to be aware of the important careers and university (UCAS) preparation work that will be undertaken in the remaining weeks of the school term once students return from study leave on Monday 16th June.
In the present economic climate, competition for the best jobs, apprenticeships, training courses and university places does appear to be evermore demanding. We are thus very keen that all Little Heath students should be in a position to make early, informed and effective applications. This work will be undertaken predominantly in assemblies and mentor meetings in Year 13.  However, I would hope that by 23rd July all the students in the year would have started to seriously consider, and to prepare for, their lives when they have left Little Heath School. 

Starting the Process
To start the process, on Friday 27th June we will run a Futures Day for all Year 12. Students will be off timetable to listen to guest speakers and to attend workshops. The first sessions of the day will start at 9.00am prompt and therefore students should arrive in school no later than 8.50am to get to their venue and sign in. I would be grateful if you could discuss the attached schedule with your son/daughter to decide which option is most appropriate for them. Students will be able to select the right option for them after assembly on Thursday 19th June.
