Community Service Options
Subject Support
This is where you will be required to attend one KS3 class a week and assist the teacher in that chosen subject.  You will support the weaker students in the class and help the student’s progress in that subject.  It is advisable that you have a keen interest in this subject and a suitable knowledge of the subject.  The subjects that need support are:
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· Art
· Drama
· English
· Geography
· History
· ICT
· Languages
· Maths
· Music
· PE
· RE
· Science
· Technology – Food Tech, Textiles, Resistant Materials

Tutor Group Support – Yrs 7,8 and 9
You would be allocated one tutor group where once a week you would go in and support the tutor and the tutor group during an afternoon tutor time (2.05 to 2.25).  This support may include doing some one to one work/chats to students, running a quiz, helping check diaries, helping with silent reading.  If you did Smile in year 10 then this will be a continuation of the work you did in year 10.

Extra Curricular Music
This would be where you would organise and run your own extra curricular music session.  This could be during lunchtime or afterschool and could be anything you like.  For example a student in the past has run their own classical Guitar group.

Student Voice Assistant
This would be for one or two students that could assist Mr Linz during the school day.  Once a week you would have an allocated period where you would support Mr Linz with his ongoing work within the school.

Common Room Support
You will be responsible for looking after the two common rooms.  You will be able to help organise the common rooms, keep them tidy, arrange the display boards, ensure that all the information provided by the 6th form team is put up and arranged neatly for everyone to see.  This job would suit a creative and well organised person.




Litter Picking
To raise awareness and to help improve the school environment.  You would be needed to help keep the school tidy for 30 minutes a week.  This would involve you patrolling the school and ensuring that it is tidy and clean for the whole school community.

Focus Plus Support
This would be working in the focus plus unit for one hour a week helping those students that need it.  You would be working one to one or one to a small group and supporting the students with the work they are completing.  You need to be confident, mature and well organised to take on this role.

Success Plus Support
This would be working in the success plus unit, supporting those students that need to have additional lessons in English, Maths or social skills.  You will be working with Miss Verma and assisting her lessons for one hour a week.  You need to be confident, understanding and mature to take on this role.

Library Support
This would be supporting the library one hour a week completing various roles.  The jobs would include replacing the borrowed books, helping classes that use the library, organising the books and papers and supporting students.  

Whole School Displays
You would be tasked with keeping the school displays in order. This would mean you would help departments with wall displays and ensure all the displays were mounted correctly.  This job would suit a neat and creative person, who is well organised and has a flair for displays.

Outside of School
You would need to arrange this yourself; it could be anything that is helping the local community.  You can do anything you like as long as it will help the community. (Please provide us with a contact name and number/email on the sign up list) Here are some ideas:
