Car Interior Designer

Matthew Hunt 
Ex LHS Student

Please enjoy a recent letter that I received from a very proud dad!

“Hi Eileen,

I hope things are going well at Little Heath!

As the Careers Teacher at Little Heath I thought you like to know about the achievements of one of your former pupils, my son, Matthew Hunt, who left Little Heath over 10 years ago in 2006. This is something that not only am I very proud, but for which Little Heath School should also be very proud as it was at Little Heath where he started his journey towards his eventual career. Feel free to share this with teachers and pupils at the school (including the images, etc. from the web site link below). And, if they are still at the school I would like you to pass on my thanks to his former teachers, in particular the help and encouragement from Mr Kydd, his 6th Form Tutor and Mr Rainer, his 6th Form Maths Teacher.

When Matthew was 15 and trying to decide which subjects to study at ‘A’ Level I asked him ‘What do you want to do when you leave school?’ He answered ‘I want to be a Car Designer!’ This was a surprise to me as it was the first time we’d had this type of conversation since he was about 9 years old and said he wanted to be a Premier League Footballer!

However, what it did was to crystalize which subjects to study at ‘A’ Level. So, we decided the best ‘A’ Level subjects for him to take were Maths and Physics, which are the subjects needed to understand the engineering side of Car Design, and Art, to develop the artistic flair needed for Car Design.

After Little Heath Matthew studied Car Design at Coventry University, graduating in 2010 but was unable to secure a job within the car industry. He had a year working in a call centre to earn some money but still wanted to become a Car Designer so decided to do a Master's degree in Car Design at Umea University in Northern Sweden. This turned out to be an inspired choice as the University has a fantastic reputation within the Car Design community. During his course he spent a year in Munich working for BMW which led to his final year project - a Car Interior Design in conjunction with BMW.

Then at the degree show when graduating in 2014 Mercedes saw his design and offered him a job at Mercedes' Car Interior Design Centre at Lake Como in Northern Italy, which he accepted. In the car design industry for each new model many car designers put forward their initial sketches which the Chief Car Designers review to choose which ones to progress further. Then after many months they whittle the designs down to what they consider to be the best 3. These are then created as full size models (in Matthew's case he specialises in designing car interiors) for final selection by the main board. For young designers just out of University it is rare for their designs to make it beyond the early sketches stage.

Over the last couple of years Matthew has put forward several designs which have encouragingly progressed through the initial stages of selection. Two in particular even got selected to be made into full size models. One for the new version of the Mercedes 'C' Class and one for a Mercedes Hypercar to celebrate 50 years of Mercedes Cars. Just before Xmas was the final selection for the interior design of the Mercedes Hypercar and Matthew's design won! Then a couple of weeks ago was the final selection for the Mercedes 'C' Class and Matthew's design won that too! The 'C' Class 'win' was not only a big deal for Matthew. 

It was also a big deal for his design studio, being only the second design 'win' of a major production model for the Como Design Centre in the last 8 years!

The Mercedes 'C' Class won't be coming out until the early 2020's and the secrecy within the car industry means that he cannot show pictures of it to anyone so I have no idea what it will look like!  But for the Hypercar, called 'Mercedes-AMG Project ONE' which is due to be unveiled next September, Mercedes have just release the first tantalising pictures of what it will look like, so please take a look at this web site:-

Matthew has put a huge amount of effort to achieve these design ‘wins’, and it’s not an easy life as there are huge pressures involved, however when we discuss these things he just says to me 

‘Dad, I’m doing the job I wanted to do!’ And maybe that is the biggest achievement of the lot!
