Taster Lesson: Teacher Guide

Slide 1: 
· Keep it brief, we want 6s because it’s hard but lots of fun! 
· Ask about what they are reading and underline the importance of reading independently. 
· They have to study poetry, prose and drama

Slide 2:
· Quick analysis of stage directions, encourage responses, get them to think through the connotations of the objects

Slide 3:
· See if they know anything about literary theory, they may have touched on it somewhere. Encourage a couple to read the text out, then put into pairs or groups to annotate. This may well take the bulk of the lesson, depending on what they’re like.

Slide 4:
· Feedback, encourage participation and any disagreement. Model the intellectual joy of a good A Level Lit discussion (remember those?)
Slide 5:
· If there is time, they could write a short answer to the question- names on it, take it in and we may use it as evidence on results day if they aren’t happy with their results. Otherwise, get them to discuss it as a class and try to look for two points of view.
